In 1948 the National Health Service was established, ensuring free medical care for the
whole population. The NHS organization is regional, each region has several Health Districts, 192
in England. There is a clear divide between hospital services and general practitioners, the latter
is known as Primary care, the hospital services as Secondary care. Hospital specialists are
salaried (but often work privately outside the NHS). GPs are not salaried but ‘independent
contracters'. They are paid in a very complex way, based on number of patients registered and
items of services provided. At present they have significant tax advantages over their hospital
colleagues and a better pension.

The averaged registered patients' list of each GP is 2,000. He/she is required, by contract,
to provide medical care to those patients 24 hours a day and 365 days a year. Only about 12% of
GPs now work solo. Most work in groups whose average size is four. The number of female GPs
has increased rapidly in the last decade. About 75% work from privately owned or rented
premises, the rent is paid for by the Government via the Family Health Service Authority — FHSA
— (the body responsible for administering the Primary care services). The reminder work in Health
Centers provided by the NHS. Health Centers were built by the health authorities from the 1930's
to the late 1960's. They are like small polyclinics butwithout polyclinic specialists, in which all the
community medical services for an area are based. These may have a large group practice or two
or three practices based in them, as well as providing offices for district nurses, health visitors,
physiotherapists, chiropodists.

The average GP sees about 30 patients a day in his consulting room and does 3 home
visits. Most have appointment systems, the consultation length is usually between 5 to 12 minutes.
About 75% of the GP's patients consult at least once a year and the average patient consults 3-4
times a year.

General Practitioner performs relatively few investigations in their practice but have easy
access to hospital laboratories for most basic and some sophisticated tests at no cost to the patient.
On average 5% of consultations result in specialist referral: a single full time GP will refer 400 or
more patients to hospital specialists in a year and 200 more will be admitted to hospital beds for
specialists care. Many GPs, especially in rural areas, have direct access to hospital beds in
Community Hospitals.

Osteopaths
focus on treating the whole person. There are more than 114,000 osteopathic doctors in the U.S. And
more than 1 in 4 U.S. medical students are on the path to becoming a doctor of osteopathic medicine
(DO).

Osteopathic medicine dates back more than 100 years. Its founder, Andrew Taylor Still, thought that
correcting problems with the body's structure could help the body heal itself. Still, who practiced
during the Civil War, believed that spine problems can send nerve signals out to all the organs and
make you sick. He developed osteopathic manipulation treatments with a goal of restoring the nerves
to a healthy state and promoting circulation so the body could heal itself.

One key idea in this field is that many diseases result from, or cause, problems within the body's
musculoskeletal system, which includes nerves, muscles, and bones. DOs pay extra attention to how
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all your body parts work together in order to prevent or treat health issues. And they get special
training in that.

Osteopathic medicine is about your whole body, not just specific parts or symptoms. So if you come
in with, say, knee pain, they’re likely going to look at more than your knee.

Osteopathic doctors believe touch can be healing. All DOs are trained in osteopathic manipulative
treatment, sometimes called manual manipulation or OMT. That's a hands-on method to help
diagnose and treat illnesses. Not all DOs use it regularly in their practice, though.

FAST FACTS ABOUT OSTEOPATHIC MEDICINE

Specialties and practices

e Approximately 57 percent of practicing osteopathic physicians practice in the primary
care specialties of family medicine, internal medicine, pediatrics and osteopathic
manipulative medicine.

e The top five non-primary care specialties include emergency medicine, anesthesiology,
obstetrics and gynecology (OB/GYN), general surgery and psychiatry.

e Many DOs fill a critical need for health care by practicing in rural and other underserved
communities near where they completed medical school.
